Instructors must show a BSC pass and Photo ID in the dive store when registering, and at the
ticket check / entry gate.

All instructors must register daily and check out at the end of each day.

BSC liability release forms must be completed for every diver, non-diver and snorkeler. A new release
form must be completed for every new day of diving excepting current members.

Only Instructors sign in on the Instructor Registration sheet. You may not have your Divemaster or a
student sign in for you.

The Instructor Parking Area is intended for instructors transporting student equipment. Instructors
not transporting equipment should park in the general parking area - “Professional Courtesy”.
Please remind your students and Divemasters to not park in the instructor parking areas or unloading
zones.

Do Not Park in the unloading zones at the top of the hill at Access “A”. We need to keep this area
clear for emergency vehicles and equipment in the event of a diving emergency.

All Cold Water Standards and Procedures Should Be Followed Including:

a. No dives deeper than 60 feet, regardless of certification level.
b. All regulators must be environmentally protected.

Deep Diving — Everyone should have a redundant air source (i.e. pony bottle). Your workload should
be reduced at least 1/3, due to the cold water conditions.

A maximum amount of SURFACE and UNDERWATER support personnel are required during your
training dives! It is strongly suggested that every group carry a cellular phone. Always follow all of
your training organization's standards.

There is no water patrol during our winter hours. We strongly suggest that you have the following
equipment for emergencies: a: Cellular Phone b: Oxygen c: First Aid Kit

Please remind your students that we DO NOT ACCEPT CHECKS, and that there is non-diver fee.

No general camping or night diving during Winter Hours. We are only open during scheduled hours
Special arrangements may be made with one-week prior request. (Camping and Night Diving are
$5.00 each, additional per day).

WINTER HOURS run October through April. We are open Saturday and Sunday 9am — 5pm.

Please DO NOT USE LIFT BAGS on our underwater attractions. If you are instructing a class in which
lift bags are being used, please use a cement bucket or block.

PLEASE remind your students — NO PETS ALLOWED!! We will not permit pet(s) to go beyond
the dive shop. (guide dogs excepted)

We are here to support you and your organization. You are REQUIRED to have EVERYTHING that is needed
to conduct a safe dive or rescue.
